Motors Lab Report

The general elements you will need to include are:

· State the objective – be clear on what the objective of the lab is – why are you performing these experiments? What do you intend to learn?  (This should only be one or two sentences)

· Summarize (briefly) the experiments and the methods used

· Discuss your results 

· Create the tables and graphs requested, and include 1 or 2 sentences in the text of your lab referring to each table/graph and what interesting information it reveals.

· Answer any questions posed in the Amatrol manual  

· Plus additional results you obtained/discovered while doing the lab, 

· Plus observations and unexpected results and events, with thoughts on why the events you observed occurred and why they were unexpected

· Draw conclusions – a paragraph or so

What to hand in:  As with a scientific paper, your report will have the following sections:

· Title, including your name, with lab partner(s) name(s)

· Introduction, with the objective of the lab experiment (a few sentences)

· Methods (1-3 paragraphs)

· Results (1-3 paragraphs)

· Additional observations (1-3 paragraphs)

· Conclusions (1 paragraph)

· Appendix (e.g., graphs, tables and calculations as specified in the Amatrol handout that is posted on Moodle)
