a). Write a single CSS rule that would make all the text three centimeters tall.
b.) Write a single CSS rule that would center the word Apple in the page.

c.) Write a single CSS rule that would place a green background behind the words
Banana and Crayon.

d.) Write a single CSS rule that would make the word Banana yellow.
e.) Write a single CSS rule with three parts that would make the word Diamond

appear in the top right corner of the page.

Assume that the variables shown below have already been set up by a script. (Perhaps
they are from analyzing the results of a submitted form.) Write a short piece of
Javascript that would create the text shown beneath when executed while the page is
loaded. In your answer, include tags to recreate the italicization and bold type as shown.
The underlined portions show where the variables should be used, and do not need to be
recreated.

b). Explain how a previously set cookie can be deleted on most browsers. (You do
not need to provide an actual script; just describe the concept.)

c.) Give at least two circumstances in which a previously set cookie with no
expiration date might not be available to the web site that had set it.

Example: Make the word Paragraph appear in navy.
document.getElementByld(*'paral™).style.color = "navy"

a). Change the image tag so that it displays photo2. jpg instead of photol. jpg.
b). Make the image two inches tall.
c). Give the image a 0.25 inch solid red border all the way around.

d). Change the link so that when clicked it will take the viewer to step2.html
instead of next.html.

e). Change the text of the link so that it says “Tell Me More!”

). Give the link text a red background.

Frames (12 points)

Write a piece of HTML that will create the set of frames pictured below. The top frame
should be 30% of the window height, with the other frames filling the remainder of the
window. The right- and left-hand frame should reach be 150 pixels wide, with the center
frame using the remaining space. (You don’t need to write an entire HTML document;
the portion from the first <frameset> to the last </frameset> will do.) Each frame
should link to the content page shown in the diagram. If viewed in a browser that doesn’t
understand frames, the user should see a link to navbar _html.
